From around 1985 Govindjibhai was having indifferent health and so most of the time he

was staying in Baroda with Atulbhai and so very often we had to visit Baroda to get his advice
and report about Excel’s work.

18. A MAN OF LESSONS
When I think of Mr. Narayana, its like thinking about a good friend. Its difficult to say

when that transition took place - from his being a friend and advisor to my father-in-law Mr.
Darbari Seth, to myself.

If I were to sum it up, he is a gentle teacher. He drops a seed of knowledge in your mind
and lets it take root and grow of its own accord - never insisting that his way is the only way or
resisting alternative thought processes. Above all, he lives the life that he preaches, if I may use
such a strong word. Makes time for his loved ones, of which there are legions; lives a life of
dharma and ahinsa.

A few lessons come to mind instantly when I think of him:

I always wanted to read the Bhagwad Gita, but there was invariably a good reason to
postpone the reading. One day Mr. Narayana showed up in our home and handed copies of the
Gita to my husband and me saying that we have to do the 'Gita Yagna'. He was not asking us or
ordering us; it was simply to be done- no questions. I was in the middle of the ten day Jain fasts
of 'Paryushan' and said that I could not follow the routine that he had given. He immediately
exempted me from all the restrictions save one that - I had to read the book! It was a fantastic
experience. He started us off with the first shloka and came after the last chapter had been read
by us, and recited the last shloka. I can never thank him enough for this gift.

Another time, I was discussing a legal case with him. It was an old and tiresome case. The
lesson he gave here was that we do not always have to face every situation head-on or even
retreat - just move aside and let the situation pass! How simply he put it, but what a deep lesson
it is. Often we are determined to have our way because we feel we are right. But right does not
always win. It is moving and bending with the forces that eventually leads to success.

Yet another lesson was on the significance of love. It started with a description on what
makes a successful businessman. Hard work - discipline - time management. But over-reaching
these, the master was love. For when there was love one would make the time. How often I
experienced this shortly after Mr. Narayana's discourse is unbelievable! He himself makes time
for me, when I have little to offer in return.

Finally, the best compliment I have ever received in my life: in a meeting with another
gentleman, Mr. Narayana was asked to describe what is Lakshmi.

With the help of excerpts from

my (Peter Pruzan’s) diary from 2005, in the following we remember our first visit to Narayana

and Sujana, invited by this extraordinary loving and generous couple after Guruji was interviewed

for the book.

“The four of us (Debra and William Miller, Kirsten Pruzan Mikkelsen and Peter Pruzan)

spent a wonderful, instructive and very intense time with Narayana and Sujana on a trip to meet

their extended families in Warangal, Karimnagar (Sujana’s home), and Manthani (Narayana’s

home).

We left by overnight train from Puttaparthi station on the evening of November 3rd 2005,

arriving in Hyderabad very early in the morning. Narayana met us with his own car and a large

taxi that was with us all the time. We drove to the very kind niece Varuna’s apartment where we

freshened up and had breakfast. We met her two sons Rama Krishna and Sai, both of whom have

studied at a Sai Baba school. Varuna and all her family are devotees of Sathya Sai Baba and

come to Puttaparthi each year at Makarsankrant/Pongal in mid-January.

   We attended a small college in the city, where all four of us made presentations for the

MBA students. After some sightseeing and lunch, we returned to Varuna’s place and spend the

night there.

   After an early breakfast, we drove for roughly 3 ½ hours to Warangal, where we first

freshened up at the house of one of Narayana’s sisters  and then went to the center there for

people from Manthani, supported by Narayana. Here there were bhajans and lunch. William and

Debra and Kirsten and I each planted a rare and very special tree from the Himalayas.

   Then we drove to Karimnagar, where we visited the home of Sujana. Here we once

again met a lot of kind people and had dinner, before driving on to Manthani, where we arrived

after midnight. On the way Narayana told us about the many difficulties the family had in dividing

the property of their parents after they died, leading to disagreements and the gradual decay of

their birth place; Narayna was the arbitrator and the benefactor, who got the building reestablished.

This story, together with others he told us, indicates that although the extended family – which

is so foreign to us – can be a great institution, it does not always avoid family problems.
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   We stayed at the rebuilt home where Naryana grew up. The three brothers share the 1st
floor, while Narayana’s elder brother’s daughter Meena and her husband Hari live on the ground
floor. Also here our hosts were very cordial, helpful, and friendly. We met so many people,
many of whom are members of Narayan’s extended family. We visited the trust that Narayana,
together with five other distinguished men, founded/funded, Sri Seetharama Sevasadan. It does
fantastic work, given that it is only two years old. It has made contributions to many activities
such as schools, playground, temples, support of individuals, tree planting etc., all with the
intent of revitalizing and uplifting the town. Therefore, Narayana struck a deal with the leader of
the small college in Hyderabad, where we made presentations for their MBA program, to establish
an MBA program in Manthani.

   We visited more people, attended bhajans in several places, including the Sai Baba temple,
where I lit and swung the arathi lamp, a Hanuman temple and a Shirdi Sai temple. We also
attended a school that the trust has made significant contributions to, and we made brief
presentations for the students.

   Our trip back went smoothly. We freshened up at Varuna’s and arrived at the train for
another cool night’s travel, arriving at Puttaparthi station right on time at 7 o’clock

We had an unforgettable time in true India where – thanks to Narayana and Sujana – with
love in our hearts we can say that we experienced the Indian way of life as we would never have
done had we been only tourists. For this – and for the warm friendship that has continued over
the years – we are most grateful.”

Seized by a passion for flight, he pushes himself, learning everything
he can about flying, until finally his unwillingness to conform results in his expulsion from his
flock. An outcast, he continues to learn, becoming increasingly pleased with his abilities as he
leads an idyllic life.

One day, Jonathan is met by two gulls who take him to a "higher plane of existence" in that
there is no heaven but a better world found through perfection of knowledge, where he meets
other gulls who love to fly. He discovers that his sheer tenacity and desire to learn make him
"pretty well a one-in-a-million bird." In this new place, Jonathan befriends the wisest gull, Chiang,
who takes him beyond his previous learning, teaching him how to move instantaneously to
anywhere else in the Universe. The secret, Chiang says, is to "begin by knowing that you have
already arrived." Not satisfied with his new life, Jonathan returns to Earth to find others like
him, to bring them his learning and to spread his love for flight. His mission is successful,
gathering around him others who have been outlawed for not conforming. Ultimately, the very
first of his students, Fletcher Lynd Seagull, becomes a teacher in his own right and Jonathan
leaves to teach other flocks.

Guruji was a teacher in every sense, very strict, many would fear his wrath if you did
wrong but loving at the same time. His teaching sessions would go on till late night. (No one
dared to doze off!!!) He would convey a meaning through stories or anecdotes. Every story in
the session ended with meaningful morals, tons of them. I used to be amazed at how he had them
all on the
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tips of his fingers, he would use them flawlessly at the drop of a hat to draw attention to a
topic or to drive a principle or emotion home. Also the various drawings, patterns and graphs
that he used had lessons of life! Through stories he would explain complex concepts in a simple
form. He made learning interesting and to do the right thing so easy!

I have now known Guruji for a very long time. The few Guruji’s sessions in the months
that we spent in Roha transcended into smaller and fewer short meets in the following years in
Excel.

I got married to another Excelite Francis and somewhere in 1998, we were transferred to
Belgium along with our daughter. Guruji was visiting Belgium.
We went to pick him up and get him to our home in Antwerp
when he wrote a chapter later, in his book Offerings–II, TRIAL
and Triumph- Francis, Francis and Francis. He is a great man, a
genius of a Guru but I was also astonished by his Humbleness. I
was stuck because he would eat food without garlic and onion
and “how can I cook tasty food without garlic and onions?” I was
new to Antwerp then and had not interacted with the Jains that
dominate Antwerp to get insights into their cooking! He came
into my kitchen to rescue me. He said he will teach me to cook
without these spices! So our sessions continued in the kitchen
and in the middle of preparing very spicy hot and sizzling tomato-
dal, bhaji, and rotla/roti we shared lessons of life.

Guruji would narrate so many short stories, I was curious
as to where they came from, I had an answer to my curiosity
when I read his books on Offerings! The stories were simple but
filled with wisdom and left an everlasting impression. He made up the stories himself with the
help of divine Providence, he was inspired from the many experiences and the reading and quest
for knowledge, so his take home messages were original. He could quote from religious books
of all religions. His knowledge about books be it Ramayana, Mahabharata, Philosophy,
Upanishads, meditation, engineering or others was profound. He has written many different
booklets and books.

His book ‘The Stairway to excellence’ has practical and simple steps to attain
EXCELLENCE.

He is a man of many facets, degrees and a great Human Being! We, Crispina, Francis,
Karen and Kelvin are privileged to get to know Guriji and we wish Guriji and Amma (Sujana
Devi) good health and many more years together. Congratulations on the 50th wedding
anniversary!!!

56. GURUJI -  MAHARSHI VYASA
I got an exhilarating opportunity of accompanying Guruji and Sujanabhabhi on their eighteen day
Pilgrimage Parikrama of the sacred river Godavari, from mountain to ocean and back to mountain
staying and performing pooja at the holy places, temples and ashrams all along the banks of the river.
Guruji appeared as an incarnation of Shankaracharya with shaved head, pitambaram as his dress code
and danda in hand, barefooted or just wearing simple rubber slippers.

Prior to  this parikrama pilgrimage, Guruji had done complete research work of studying the geography,
locations, history and culture of the regions to be passed through and the Ganga-Godavari Avataran
details and its Mahatmayam from the scriptures.

Throughout the pilgrimage Sujanabhabhi and Guruji were totally in spiritual and divine mode during
travelling, having darshans, meeting people and interacting with one and all very cordially.

During Godavari Parikrama, we came accross a group of Sadhus who were making their 3rd or 4th
Parikrama on foot. Guruji met them, took address of their permanent Ayodhya Ashram. Later on he
met them and other Sadhus in Ayodhya and supported their Ashram in some way or the other.

Once during Godavari Parikrama, my camera fell into the sea-water and got spoiled. Guruji gifted me
a new Sony digital camera, which I am still using. Such is his generosity!

For me, the most gratifying, delightful and blissful experience of the Godavari Parikrama was possible
by the grace of Guruji only.

I am grateful to Guruji for allowing me to accompany him to Bangkok on a five day conference on
"Religion: Conflict or Peace?" It was a most wonderful experience to see Guruji interacting with 135
representatives from all major religions from over 28 countries. His book "Humanity to Divinity" was
well received by not only the participants but also by the spiritual heads and statutory heads who were
present during most of the sessions. Guruji presented an extempore poem of "Youniversal Human"
which was endorsed by all the attendees.

Guruji offers very generously. In Bangkok too, while he was invited to address at a university where
students, professors and monks attended, Guruji offered as gifts whatever he had including his expensive
wrist watch, golden ring studded with nava ratnas, books on Bhagavad Gita and a pen which was very
dear to him.

Guruji, with a spirit of improving Indo-Pak relationships, invited Dr. Khalid Zaheer, a professor at
Lahore University, Pakistan to India and chair one of the annual knowledge enriching programmes in
Mumbai. Guruji also supported an Indonesian girl, Widiani for her fifteen days' study tour in India.

Guruji was very punctual and particular about timing and commitments. Once on our way back from
a programme at Mount Abu where he addressed a group of Reliance executives, the car broke down.
He had to reach Ahmedabad airport and catch a flight to attend an important meeting in Mumbai the
next morning. We left the car right there, got into an S.T. Bus. The bus would stop in-between at every
point. Anticipating that this would lead to a considerable delay and to reach the airport on time, Guruji
hired a farmer's jeep and managed to reach the airport as per schedule. Such is his time sense and
levels of commitment.
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Another example - Guruji had to reach Bhuj-Kachchh where he was invited to address to 3000 students
at 8-00 O'clock in the morning at Matruchhaya School. He was advised to travel by night train so that
he could take rest in the train. When the train arrived at Ahmedabad, it was 11.00 pm. He understood
the train would not be able to reach Bhuj before 11.00 a.m. the next day. He got off the train with his
bag and went to the taxi stand. There he challenged 'Taxi-vallas' as to who would brave to take him to
Bhuj in 6 hours. Gulam Hussain, a taxi driver, accepted the challenge. Guruji told him that he did not
have any money, but assured him of payment on reaching the destination. All through the travel,
Guruji spoke to him about Islam and Quaran. A bond of friendship established between them. They
reached "Matruchhaya" in time. Guruji called Gulam Hussain on the dais, appreciated and acknowledged
his contribution for enabling him to fulfill his commitment. Gulam Hussain saluted and said, "Thank
you and Namaste, Professor Saheb".

During a programme in Ahmedabad, Guruji hired an auto rickshaw one early morning and went to
Sabarmati Ashram. He also visited and participated in the prayer meeting at a Mosque, where he, as in
other places, left his positive vibes.

Ahmedabad Management Association has been organizing an annual event "AMA week" on
"Inspirations from Indian Wisdom" since last twenty years. Out of the six speakers every year Guruji
and Swami Anubhavanandaji are the only speakers who are regularly and constantly invited year after
year to present their valuable and insightful discourses. Guruji is probably the only speaker who arranges
for the free circulation of his books on those occasions.

Guruji’s offerings are in many forms: Prose, Poetry, Stories and Diagrams. He is master of reciting
poetry whether be it in English, Hindi, Telugu or Sanskrit. He narrates stories in such a thrilling and
absorbing way that the audience can visualize the scenes, sequences of events and receive the final
message - moral of the stories. Another amazing fact is, all the 101 stories (OFFERINGS I-IV) are on
his finger trips like most of his compositions. His memory is commendable.

 That was just the beginning. Guruji took care of me, my sister and my brother-in-law, like a real father. Despite my
constant refusal, he not only planned out our travel within India, but would send us his driver with his four wheel drive
every day, sometimes even with his two office employees to take us around. He had given strict instructions to the
driver to pay for our tickets at all the tourist sites, but that was really a bit too much for me, so I protested very strongly
and this time Guruji had to give up. He would also call every now and then to make sure if everything was alright. Once
he sent his office secretary, Deepa Ji, with me to the bazaar, and that lady, although she belonged to the same age group
as me, guided me and took care of me like a mother takes care of her child. Had it not been for him and his courteous
staff, I would not have seen so much of the gorgeous and beautiful India in such a short span of time. They really made
my trip a memorable one. 

 But in the whole of India, what inspired me the most was Guruji himself. His company and his conversations would
have a strange impact on me. I had lost my father when I was a toddler, but I felt real fathers must be like him. When he
would say to me that I was his daughter, I felt a deep sense of security, protection and self worth. I felt being heard without
speaking and being valued without condition - the two most priceless things for a human. The two meditation
sessions that he gave me made me feel as if I got in touch with my ownself for the first time. It was with quite a heavy
heart that I said goodbye to Guruji. 

 Upon my return, I told my teacher that I had met a modern day Hatim Ta’ee in the form of Guruji. Hatim Ta’ee was a
man in Arabia about 14 centuries ago, whose generosity the kings could not match and whose selflessness the dervishes
could not beat. While I was narrating my experiences with Guruji with a lot of awe and excitement, my teacher was only
smiling knowingly. Of course how could I expect him to feel surprised when he already knew Guruji more than me?
I have read and heard about the Islamic concept of compassion, hospitality and benevolence in the Qur’an and in
the biographies of Mohammad (SAW) and his family, and Guruji has taught me the meaning of these values through a
real life example.

I found Guruji’s books that he gave to be simple, to the point, yet so deep, inspiring and full of wisdom. Amazing reads!

 I owe a lot of gratitude to my teacher for introducing me to Guruji. I feel that the honour which Guruji bestowed upon
me was also due to his fondness for my teacher. I am also thankful for being given the opportunity to express my
gratefulness to Guruji, although words can never express enough. I wish Guruji and Aunty ji best on their 50th Wedding
Anniversary and would only say that, although I may not be in touch due to my own shortcomings and personality
weaknesses, yet I will never ever be able to repay you for your kindness and will always hold you in a very high esteem.

At the outset, we would like to express our heartfelt appreciation to the Shishyas of Shri Guruji, who
have taken the initiative to bring out a compendium of memoirs and articles on the occasion of the
50th Wedding Anniversary of Shri Guruji and Amma. These memoirs and articles are written by
various people from different walks of life, who have been
associated with Shri Guruji and Amma. It is but fitting for
this task to be undertaken by his dedicated Shishyas,  since
Guruji has touched their lives in many ways.

We are overcome with a sense of humility and awe as we sit
down to pen down our thoughts and  feelings and bring back
to life past memories and our experiences with Guruji and
Amma. At the outset, we would like to state that we feel privi-
leged and fortunate to have Guruji and Amma as our parents.
Indeed, we are convinced that it is our past karma that has
earned us the good fortune of having them as our parents.

50 years in a life partnership is a momentous event in the life
of any person. Guruji and Amma have set a benchmark for a
successful life partnership by showing how life partners can
contribute in discharging their responsibilities, serving the
society at large and at the same time ensuring that the indi-
vidual aspirations of each partner are fulfilled. We will exam-
ine the life partnership of Guruji and Amma in light of each
of the benchmarks mentioned above. During the course of
this examination, it will be clear that Guruji and Amma are
ideal life partners who have complemented each other per-
fectly.

A Saga of Responsibility

The essence of Guruji – Amma relation is responsibility. The entire partnership span of 50 years can
be summarised by this one word “Responsibility”. This focus on being responsible has been the com-
pass which has guided them and provided direction to their journey of 50 years.  Guruji and Amma
have complemented each other perfectly in jointly leading a life of responsibility.

Guruji is an embodiment of supreme courage.  It is his courageous nature which has enabled him to
overcome all the difficulties, weather all the storms and succeed in difficult situations. This courage is
evident in one statement which  he often makes “When in doubt proceed”. This means that if one
allows fear of the  future and anxiety to paralyse   oneself into inaction, he / she will not make any
progress. It is only when one gathers the courage to take the first step towards positive action that one
is on the path to the solution.  Courage is the thematic thread which is woven into his life story right
from completion of studies (in the face of  economic difficulties), professional progress, weathering
the professional ups and downs and bouncing back from a dire situation when his personal net worth
was almost wiped out.

Amma is a living personification of patience and fortitude. Life with Guruji was dynamic and turbu-
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lent and Amma took all the twists and turns and uncertainties into her stride. She never lost her calm
demeanour despite trying circumstances. At a very young age, she came to Mumbai where Guruji and
Amma started their life in refugee camp quarters in Ulhasnagar. She reposed her faith in Guruji when
he left a secure and well positioned job with  Voltas, Mumbai  after a stint of 15 years and shifted to
Vadodara. Again after a period of 2 years in Vadodara, there was a change in their lives when Guruji
left a secure job to start an enterprise of his own. From a comfortable and secure lifestyle, there was a
long phase where the daily life had to be managed with compressed finances. Guruji would be away
from home for days together. Amma’s patience and calmness was the one constant amidst this kalei-
doscopic diversity of situations.

This combination of Courage and Patience has enabled them to shoulder responsibility. Their life
partnership is a story of responsibility towards themselves, their family and the society.

Life of Service

Guruji’s life is a saga of service and contributions to society. He has  contributed immensely  to the
cause of management education and  teaching of Indian ethos. His contribution in setting up exem-
plary social service institutions like “Shri Seetha Rama Seva Sadan”
is noteworthy. These contributions alone would have sufficed to make
his name in the area of service to society. However, his unique and
immeasurable contribution is the impact he has been able to make in
the lives of many people. His involvement has provided a healing touch
to many people who were overpowered with troubles and problems.
Guruji has been a guide, mentor and counsellor to whoever needed
him. While helping, distinction of “mine” and “other”, “friend” and
“opponent”, “well wisher” and “ill wisher” have never entered into his
mind. Guruji is the living example of the following verse :

Ayam Nijah : Paroveti Ganana Laghu Chestasam

Udara Charitanam Tu Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam

“This is my own and that is a stranger is the calculation of the narrow
minded but

  for the magnanimous one, the world is an extended family”

By his selfless service, Guruji has created an extended family of sons, daughters, disciples and admir-
ers.

Again, the formidable physical barriers of space and time have  not been able to restrain  Guruji from
being present wherever and whenever he is required. He has been known to travel to and attend work
at  Mumbai, Kolkata, Hyderabad and Manthani only to ensure that the persons who require his help
get his comforting presence and attention.  We have never heard him say “ I do not have time” despite
his busy schedule. Indeed he says “If you are there, time is there”. The following verse from the
Bhagavad  Gita describes him perfectly :

Sarvatah Panipadam tat sarvato akshishiromukham

Sarvatah srutimalloke sarvam avrtya tishtati (BG XIII, Verse 13)

With hands and feet everywhere, with eyes and heads and mouths everywhere,

with ears everywhere – He exists enveloping all.
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 In his work of service, Guruji has found a stable and supporting partner in Amma. She has coped up
with  this hectic and turbulent activity. She has adjusted to the fact that Guruji is away from home for
a substantial chunk of time. As professionals, we all know that we are able to concentrate on our job
fully only if there is peace and stability at home. Amma provided this stability which has enabled
Guruji to contribute and serve society. Many a time, counselling sessions and discussions for people
with problems are held in our house and these sessions have on occasion lasted beyond midnight
stretching into the wee hours of the morning. Amma’s calmness in these situations is remarkable.
Sometimes Guruji’s approach with its sheer speed, energy and directness resembles a shock therapy
and can cause people to be uncomfortable. On such occasions, people have approached Amma who
with her calm demeanour is able to quickly provide the soothing touch. By her calmness and softness,
she is able to convince people and provide the correct advice.  The following verse by John Milton
aptly describes Amma’s silent contribution :

“God doth not need either man’s works or his (her) own
gifts. Who best bear his (her) mild yoke, they serve him
(her) best. His (Her) state is kingly, thousands at his (her)
bidding speed…., they also serve God who only stand and
wait”

  Partnership in fulfilling individual aspirations

The partnership of Guruji and Amma also extends to help-
ing and supporting each other in fulfilling individual aspi-
rations. For Guruji, this was a complete absorption into spiri-
tuality and for Amma, this was an absorption into Indian music.

The Bhagavad Gita entered into Guruji’s life unexpectedly when he was in the midst of a crisis owing
to problems in his professional life. By chance, he came across the “Gita Makarandam” written by
Shri Vidya Prakashananda Giri Swamiji. He was inspired by the book and from there commenced
Guruji’s journey into spirituality. He did an intensive 18 day “Geeta Yoga”, reading, contemplating
and writing on one chapter each day. It is to be noted that throughout this  Eighteen Day “Geeta Yoga
Period”, he carried on with his professional duties and responsibilities towards the family  with undi-
minished enthusiasm and vigour.. Guruji did not stop   at reading the book “Geeta Makarandam”. He
began a search for the author, Shri Vidyaprakashananda Giri Swamiji, located him in Suka Brahma
Ashrama at Kalahasti, met him and made him his Guru. One incident brings out the deep bond which
Guruji developed with Swamiji. Once Guruji requested that he be given Deeksha – Spiritual initiation
over the phone. Swamiji readily agreed to this unusual request and initiated him with the Mantra
which he (Swamiji) had received from his Guru.

In the last twenty eight years, he has read and written and lectured on all topics including the Bhagavad
Geeta, Upanishads, The Vedas, Dhammapada, Zen Buddhism, Tao and numerous other subjects. His
works on these subjects are unique in terms of elucidation and presentation of concepts and the in-
sights one gets from them. This deep study was done in the midst of a hectic life on the secular front
including discharging responsibilities as a CEO and  corporate advisor, serving the cause of manage-
ment education, inspiring and establishing institutions for social service and providing solace, com-
fort and help to innumerable persons and families.    Guruji is a perfect example of how to integrate
spirituality with one’s life and activities in the secular plane.

In his spiritual quest, Guruji found an able and supporting partner in  Amma. The intensive practice as
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described above demanded a lot of focus and attention, for which Amma’s patient and stable support
was the anchor and foundation. She not only supported Guruji in all his endeavours but also took great
efforts to fulfil her individual aspirations by plunging into a deep study of Indian music.  Since child-
hood, Amma had an inclination for music. After she came to Mumbai, she started learning music.
However, this was interrupted by the birth of three children. When Guruji and Amma shifted to
Vadodara, Amma re-commenced her learning under the guidance of a Guru Smt. Rajalakshmi
Srinivasan. Amma acquired her knowledge under the Guru-Shishya Parampara. Our house in Vadodara
was next door to that of her Guru. Amma served her Guru with complete dedication. She was always
at her beck and call for any work. She used to help her Guru in her household works. She would not
tolerate even the slightest criticism of her Guru, sternly reprimanding her children if they came to her
with childish complaints on their neighbour Mami (The Guru). In this manner, Amma served her Guru
for nearly twelve years. The result of this service was the affectionate response of her Guru because of
which she acquired a deep knowledge of  Carnatic Music. Later, when her children were grown up,
she enrolled into the college for a course in Hindustani Music. By that time, her son Pradeep had
started  working and her daughters Shailaja and Supriya were in college. This intense and single-
minded pursuit of passion of music was carried out amidst discharging of responsibilities towards the
family. Guruji’s hectic schedule meant that much of the responsibility for the home had to be shoul-
dered by Amma.

Thus, Guruji and Amma supported and helped
each other in fulfilment of their individual as-
pirations. They fulfilled their individual aspi-
rations while discharging their responsibilities
towards each other, towards the family and the
society.

The kind of dedication, discipline and focus
required for pursuit of their respective aspira-
tions (spirituality and music) would have de-
manded a lot of individual effort and atten-
tion. Any individual can put in that kind of
effort only with the fullest support of the life
partner both at the physical and emotional  lev-
els. Even while treading their respective paths,
they always kept each other in mind. We personally know that Guruji has shared each and every word
of his voluminous spiritual writings with Amma. All of this was shared fresh from the oven even as
the manuscript was being written. Likewise Amma has shared the nuances of many kirtanas, ragas and
compositions   with Guruji. This spirit of sharing itself was the greatest support which the life partners
could provide for each other. As a result of this, they have been able to infect the other partner to
develop an interest in his / her area. Pradeep recalls a time when Guruji had a marked disinterest for
songs of any genre (He would walk out of the cinema hall when a song sequence was played). Now he
enjoys Carnatic Music. Likewise Amma herself is deep into spiritual practice.

Life Partnership in parenthood

The ultimate source of joy for life partners are their children.  Parenthood is the umbilical cord which
connects the partners throughout their life. Guruji and Amma have been loving, affectionate and car-
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ing parents. This love, affection and care has also extended to the life partners and sons and daughters
of their children.

The time when their children were going up coincided with a difficult phase in the life of Guruji and
Amma. As mentioned earlier, Guruji faced a lot of tension in his professional life after giving up a
successful career to start an enterprise of his own.  Guruji had to struggle a lot and was away from
home for days together. Despite this, Guruji and Amma always gave utmost attention to the needs of
their children.

Even in their love towards their children, Guruji and Amma complement each other. For us (his chil-
dren), Guruji was the tough disciplinarian,
demanding high standards of perfection and
excellence in all aspects, not willing to ac-
cept excuses for jobs not done and severe
against any kind of procrastination (End the
pend – He always says). This tough exterior
masks a soft, malleable and affectionate in-
terior. He is moved immensely if his chil-
dren or their life partners  have to undergo
the slightest trouble and will make all ef-
forts to solve our problems. When we are
travelling, Guruji will be keeping constant
track of our movements  wanting to know
whether we are fine, whether we have eaten
properly, whether our  children are eating and sleeping well and so on. Nothing less than a   constant
feedback on our well being will satisfy him (He says – Feedback is the breakfast of champions).  Even
in his difficult phase, he would ensure that his children had the best of all things. There is one aspect
of Guruji’s paternal love which is not easily apparent. Despite his disciplinarian and demanding na-
ture, he has always respected the interests, views and inclinations of his children. Till recently, Pradeep
was not very much inclined towards spiritual matters. Understanding this, Guruji would never discuss
such matters (despite his deep involvement with spirituality) with him. Instead the discussions always
focused on the areas in which Pradeep was interested. However, when Pradeep has begun to be in-
clined towards such matters, Guruji has taken an active interest in his progress, guiding him on the
books he should read and clarifying many aspects.

 For us,  Amma is the person whom we can love and approach without any fear or inhibition. We can
open out on our deepest fears, problems, troubles and concerns confident that we will be heard out
patiently and receive sound advice and help. She is the personification of Compassion and Empathy.
Her calm presence is enough to soothe agitated nerves. Often, she is the first door of access for those
who are apprehensive of approaching Guruji directly because of his tough, no-nonsense  approach.

Pradeep vividly remembers these contrasting approaches in two things he learnt as a child i.e. spin-
ning a top and the concept of the inequality sign in Mathematics (> and <).

Learning how to spin a top seemed to be an ordeal. Watching friends and classmates spinning tops and
not being able to do it was miserable. The sulking and tears continued for days together. Finally, this
problem was brought to the notice of Guruji. He said sternly “Watch me carefully”. He demonstrated,
looked into Pradeep’s eyes, held him firmly and said “Now do it”. That look and grasp was enough to
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galvanise Pradeep into action.  The problem of the spinning top was solved permanently.

Getting the concept of inequality sign right was a torture. It seemed to be the most abstruse and
complicated concept ever invented by mankind.  A disaster in the forthcoming Mathematics test seemed
to be inevitable. Amma was stuck with the formidable problem of getting this concept into the head of
a five year old. The five year old disliked Mathematics but he loved mythology and anything to do
with bows and arrows.

She said “Son, listen, the larger one shoots the smaller one with an arrow” So 6>3, 7<9, 9>5, 4<7 and
so on. The mathematics test went on well and the riddle of the inequality sign was  solved forever.

Love and Trust

All the facets above are benchmarks for us to judge and evaluate the life partnership of Guruji and
Amma. But love and trust  are the basic emotions which make all this possible. Guruji and Amma love
and trust each other fully and without any questions asked. On many an occasion, we have been struck
how despite their contrasting temperaments and approaches, they seem to be like one mind in two
bodies, completely unanimous in their decisions. They cannot tolerate the slightest discomfort to the
other. Amma herself has mentioned that Guruji built a fortress around her and insulated her from all
troubles. We have already mentioned about Amma’s calm and stoic demeanour. The only time when
we have seen her agitated is when Guruji was not well and had to be admitted to a hospital. Perhaps
that was the only occasion when she had to be calmed. It is this love for each other that is the founda-
tion for the strong partnership.

In this manner, Guruji and Amma have been ideal life partners supporting, complementing and en-
couraging each other, caring for each other and sharing with each other.

Finally, we would like to conclude by humbly bowing with reverence to Guruji and Amma and pray-
ing that they continue with their life partnership of love and service and also continue to shower us
(their children and their life partners and families) with their love and affection.

I asked him what was that note about.

He replied "We have to reach Baroda by 9:00 a.m. There is a commitment with 40 Engineers
of G.S.F.C. for whole day for a Leadership training programme. That note is a request to pilot to
make an attempt to proceed."

I said "Weather is not O.K.!". He smiled and said "It will be O.K. I have meditated and
sent message to Sun and Pilot!"

I was shocked and surprised. There was an announcement saying "There is a slight
improvement in visibility. We are proceeding to see the possibility of landing". I was further
surprised. I looked at him and introduced myself and smiled. He said "Narayana!" and smiled
with warmth and gave a shake hand and told me that "We will land!". ! thought he was over
confident.

We reached Baroda and plane circled and circled. Silent meditation continued. The pilot
announced "Situation has worsened. We are going back." Plane gained height and proceeded
back.

I smiled and said to my neighbor "Pilot is ready, but Sun is not ready!". Narayana smiled
and closed his eyes. His face was calm but serene. He opened his eyes and I said "What will
happen?!". Now I was enjoying the network of Sun, Weather, Pilot and Narayana.

He said I requested for Sun to appear first and then for the grace for landing. I laughed
"Well! It will be a miracle."

Narayana was looking through window and suddenly pointed out to window and said
"Look! There is our Sun!". I looked out and up but it was all cloudy and dim. I said "No! There
is no Sun!" Narayana said "Not up! Look down!". I bent over him and looked down. There was
the reflection of sun in Mahi river. Through an

opening in cloud, sun was reflected in river. Narayana said "Now! Pilot will turn the
plane!". Pilot announced "There is a reduction in rain. We make a last attempt." More surprise!
Plane turned once again. The wind and rain were visible. Narayana closed his eyes and remained
silent. Plane Circled, Meditation continued. It was great experience for me to watch and see.
Plane was descending . Pilot said "Ladies and Gentlemen! This is it! Let us land!"
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We landed! Water splashed all around on the ground. All passengers clapped for pilot. Narayana opened his
eyes and we shook hands and he embraced me. I said Thanks". Narayana pointed out towards up and
forward. He took out two copies of the book "Stairways to Excellence". On one of the book he wrote
"Congratulations! Thanks!". He gave me the second copy writing on it 'To Prof. Navale with Love and
Light". He had sent the first copy to pilot through Air hostess.

When doors opened we moved forward. Pilot was standing at the door with the copy of "Stairways to
Excellence". He was beaming and smiling. Narayana shook his hand and thanked, admired and embraced
him. Pilot said "But for you I would not have tried again."

Mrs. Nanda Dave from Baroda Management Association was all smiles at the exit of Airport. Narayana said
"Let us rush!". It was 9:05 a.m.

Narayana became Guruji, mentor and guide to me and my faculty members and many batches of MBA
(HRM) students. He inspired us and helped whenever we needed. Whenever I met him I felt the presence of
an "Aulia" connecting us to divinity. Meeting him, talking to him and discussing with him always

generated elation and joy uplifting the spirit. It is a connecting experience.
